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The Unwanted Childhood Sexual Experience Questionnaire can be used to document the age and extent of respondents’ unwanted childhood sexual experiences with adults. Instructions intentionally refer to unwanted childhood sexual experiences rather that abusive sexual experiences or experiences of sexual victimization in an attempt to avoid unintended bias in reporting. It defines an adult as someone who is at least 5 years older than the respondent. 

Description
Each of the 13 items refers to a different set of behavior that can be categorized as minimal contact (Items 1–3), moderate contact (Items 4–8), or maximal contact (Items 9–13). Items were drawn from a larger questionnaire designed by Finkelhor (1979) and have been used in other studies (e.g., Fromuth, 1986; Stevenson & Gajarsky, 1992).
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
