Equivalent fractions – illustrating equivalent fractions
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There are two forms of the slice tool (see diagrams).  If it moves across the screen (horizontal), it is clearer and also links with the addition and subtraction programs. However the inverse relation between slicing and sticking is shown better by the vertical style. 

Select a fraction on the first screen which is then illustrated with a diagram (red). Then either the ‘slice’ or the ‘stick’ tool is selected. The slice tool cuts each part of the fraction into 2, 3 or 4 parts. The stick tool combines parts of the fractions (the number to be stuck together must be a factor of both the numerator and the denominator). Once the blue diagram is adapted, the equivalent fraction is requested.
